is simple: oil will not last forever. But there is another resource people can use instead of oil; it
is the sun.

In fact, engineers are now building a new city that uses mostly solar energy to get
electricity. The city is called Masdar, and it is about 32 km from Abu Dhabi. If it is a success,
Masdar will be the first city in the world that uses little or no oil.

Masdar is a small city—only 6 square kilometers. In the future, it will hold 50,000 people,
more than 1,000 companies, and a university. Its streets are very narrow. The houses are close
to each other. The shade from the houses helps keep the streets cool.

There are no cars on the streets of Masdar. Because the city is so small, people can walk
to most places. If they get tired, they can use small solar-powered vehicles which move
underground, like a subway. These vehicles have no drivers. People just tell the vehicle where
they want to go, and it takes them there.

People in Masdar are even using building
materials that they can reuse in the future.
